General Guidelines:

If you and your child(ren) are interested in running the Popsicle Stand at a Payson Park Concert, please schedule a date with Hank.  There will be a Popsicle Stand at each of the evening concerts throughout the summer.  In the event that there are more people interested than dates available, families may be asked to share an evening.  This works especially well for families with young children who might not have the stamina to ‘work’ all evening.

On the day of the concert:

1. Purchase about 200 popsicles   (4 to 6 boxes/24 in a box/  Hood carnival pops work well)( depending on the weather.   You can also ask Hank for a suggestion based on previous weeks’ sales.

2. Purchase about 3 bags of ice – again use your best judgment.

3. Pick up the supplies from Tomi Olson’s house.  Contact her at the email above for directions and location of the supplies

4. Supplies include:

· 2 coolers (inside of one there will be soda be water)

· cash box (with $20, most of it will be in coins)

· a black portable table

· a menu board with prices

· push pins to hang the sign on the tree

· Payson Park concert schedules

5. Set-up the Stand just before the concert begins, which is at 6:45 through August 9th and changes to 6:15 on August 16th due to the earlier sunset.

6. Have fun hosting the stand and visiting with friends!  Please be comfortable letting your kids ‘run’ things as much as they’re interested – it’s supposed to be fun!

7. Break-down the stand when you’ve run out of supplies, the concert is over, or your family has had enough!  Please do what’s best for your crew.

8. Return the supplies to Tomi Olson’s home that evening or the next day.  If it isn’t convenient to return the things then,, just let her know when to expect them.  Please remove any extra Popsicles and dump out the water and ice before returning.  Please rinse out the cooler and let it dry so it is ready for the next concert.

9. Finances:
a. Pay yourself back from the sales for the Popsicles and ice.  Leave the receipts in the cash box

b. On a slip of paper, please indicate the total sales, expenses and profits.

c. If the Popsicle stand made less than $25, the kids keep $15; if the profits are more than $25, the kids keep $20!
